GOING DEEPER QUESTIONS:

DAY 1 - Read II Chronicles 1-20. What did Jehoram do in verse 4? In verse 62 Why did God decide to
punish Jehoram? Is there anyone whom you knew that died “with no one’s regret?” Why? Whom do
you know who has left a lasting legacy even after their death? List some of their attributes.

DAY 2- Read Proverbs 10:1-12. Underline verse 7. Every time the word “righteous” is used,
underline it. What are some of the benefits of being righteous according to these verses? What does it
mean to be righteous?

DAY 3 - Read Proverbs 31:10-31 and Galatians 5:19-26. What is your definition of the word
“kindness”? Whom do you know who is particularly kind? What does it mean “the teaching of kindness
is on her tongue”? Does that phrase describe you? Why or why not?

DAY 4- Read Micah 6:6-8 and Romans 2:1-4. Why does the Lord require kindness? In Romans 2, what
does it say that kindness has the power to do? Write down 5 acts of kindness that you will do this
December to people in your life. Don’t make it easy ... make it hard!! Then ... justdo it!

DAY 5- Read Acts 4:1-13. Who is the “they” in verse 13? How did they recognize Peter and John as
having been with Jesus? What are some of the things in your life that will help others recognize that you,
t00, have been with Jesus?

DAY 6- Read Acts 4:13 - 31. Why could Peter and John not stop speaking (v. 20)? What did Peter and
John pray for in verse 29? Are you brave enough to pray for confidence?

DAY 7- Read Il Kings 2:1-14 and II Kings 13:20 & 21. What did Elisha ask for in the first passage of
scripture? How can you continue to give life to others after you die? Make a list of goals for 2011 that
will ensure that you leave alegacy!
