GOING DEEPER QUESTIONS:
DAY 1 -Read James 1:1 – 12.  How is it possible to consider it joy when you 
encounter trials?

DAY 2 – Read Psalm 54:11 – 17.  How does verse 15 help you when you are going 
through a trial?

DAY 3-  Read Philippians 4 – the entire chapter.  Underline 3-5 verses that really 
touch your spirit today.
